Tribute to
Joseph Montgomery

It is with deep regret that I inform you of the death of my husband of 50
years, Joseph “Joe” Montgomery.

Joseph was a man of boundless energy and curiosity, a Renaissance man of
many talents.

He was so proud of his service to the SLYC as Rear Commodore for two years
and so enjoyed the camaraderie of interacting with the Club members. He was
touched by the recent presentation by the Commodore and Vice Commodore
of the Bristol trophy for his new boat “Dances with Waves’, though he had little
time left to enjoy it.

Joseph was passionate about his career as a motion picture cameraman
and director of photography for the film industry. It afforded him many
extraordinary experiences. I am sure that you have heard about many of
them. In 1984 he served as White House Cameraman for President Reagan’s
commemoration of D-Day in France. Some of his footage can be seen at the
Reagan Presidential Library in Simi Valley. Just prior to that he was the first
civilian to fly in an F16 aircraft while filming for the Air Force. One story that
you may not have heard about was when he was taken hostage by Turkish
terrorists at the PanAm airlines ticket office building in France. Luckily, that
ended with no injuries, but a truly shaken-up staff including Joseph.

Other film highlights included work for National Geographic Films, such as
the trip to Peru to document discovery of 500-year-old mummies at 21,000 feet,
Ice Climbing, and the History of Surfing. In 2002 he opened the Havana, Cuba Film Festival with one of his feature films. Another
adventurous undertaking was a documentary on drug king Pablo Escobar.

I hope that you had the opportunity to hear him play his beloved trumpet here at the Club. Most recently he played at the
Jambalaya dinner event. He studied the trumpet from the age of 11 and played professionally during his 1920’s, touring the country
with top 40 bands and playing classical concerts as well.

Joseph had a multitude of jobs during his life. He started working as a boy mowing lawns and delivering papers. He worked for
the railroad, in the mailroom of an insurance company, in Oklahoma as a roustabout on the oil wells, and as a locksmith making
keys for the movie celebrities who had locked themselves out of their cars or homes.

He was also an artist; he enjoyed painting in acrylics. His painting of the boat Renaissance hangs in the clubhouse. A vintage
car aficionado since his youth, he cherished his beautiful 1955 Jaguar XK140, which he drove to his Prom in 1963. That car will
stay in the family forever!

Our vineyard in Squire Canyon kept him busy as well. He loved harvest time and making wine, which left him little time for his
other favorite pursuits such as cycling and skiing.

Joseph will be missed by so many family members and wonderful friends. They will miss his openness, his warmth, his love,
and his genuine enthusiasm for all that life offered him.

I want to thank all of you who have been so supportive of me during this difficult time. I will be eternally grateful.

It is with great sadness that I inform you of my husband Ron Sinclair’s passing
on March 27, 2024 at the age of 82.

In previous years, Ronnie and I were regular attendees of everything going on
at the Yacht Club from 2008 until just a few years ago. As Ronnie’s Alzheimer’s
quickly advanced, he just couldn’t function well enough to enjoy being with you all.

He fell on January 15th and was taken to French Hospital where he had
surgery. From there he went to rehab in Santa Maria. During eleven years of the
horrible disease, he deteriorated; and nothing could be done to help him.

I think of Ronnie, my husband of 57 years, as a humble man. So, there is
a good chance that you didn’t know he was an avid sailor while we lived in
Scotland. He and his sailor friends would compete in races on the west coast of
his homeland, and they all became very skilled at what they did.

Reminder - Bar Hosting

Attention to all club members who wish to complete their club services as a Bar Host.

All bar hosts and/or anyone who checks ID’s, serves alcohol, serves as a cashier, manages, or trains those
who are responsible for alcohol-related duties, must complete a California State Responsible Beverage Service
Training (RBS) course.

Your training course must include the successful completion of an Alcohol Beverage Control (ABC)
administered RBS exam. The certification requirements for AB 1221 must be renewed every 3 years.

You will find an RBS Training course from one of the Department-approved training providers online and
must pass the Department’s alcohol server certification exam with a 70% or better.

The California Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) offers an online Responsible Beverage
Service Portal! This portal provides access to all the tools you will need to ensure compliance with the
mandatory RBS training requirements for Alcohol Servers, Licensees, and Training Providers.
